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Matt Stansberry grew up in Edmond, Oklahoma where he began playing guitar at the age of fourteen. Like many aspiring musicians he fell in love with early legends Jimmy Page and Jimi Hendrix and artists of the time such as Kurt Cobain and Tom Morello. While developing his guitar skills Matt began writing songs and teaching himself how to multi-track record and produce albums.

Prior to picking up the guitar in middle school, Matt learned to appreciate music from his Grandfather who was a bluegrass fiddler jamming with various greats including Hank Williams Sr. His parents were also influential to his love for music. His dad, a singer-songwriter, and mom, vocalist, had performed all through his childhood and had written original music and performed in bands. Matt quickly started forming bands with brother, Joe, who continues to play music with Matt and has gone on to become a solo artist as well.

Matt continued performing all through high school winning battle of the band competitions and playing lead guitar for up and coming artists like Katrina Elam (Universal South), but it wasn't until after college that Matt began to formulate plans for a career in music. Matt formed 'The Matt Stansberry Band' in 2003, which became known to many fans as MSB.  The group self-released three independent records, toured regionally (Texas, Arkansas, Kansas, Oklahoma and Missouri) as well as internationally. MSB performed to packed houses in Japan in early 2008 with performances in Tokyo, Kyoto, Hitachi and Mito. During this time Matt continued to produce local artists and began designing various album art, posters and websites for musicians and friends.

When MSB broke up in late 2008 Matt started work on his first solo release, Self Portrait EP. The record which includes co-writes with long time friend and recording artist, Graham Colton, was released in late 2009 on Authentik Artists. Tracks from this record have been featured on MTV Real World, Nordstrom stores nationwide and Matt has toured in Los Angeles (Viper Room, Whiskey A Go Go and Genghis Cohen) and as far east as Europe (Dublin, Belfast, and London) in support of the release.

In 2010, what started as a side project became much more when Matt formed Nominee Design Studio to work with artist's on their branding. This has given Matt the opportunity to work with many labels, managers and artists from all over the world including Radiohead, Toad The Wet Sprocket, Matt Giraud, Dawes, ATO Records, Red Light Management, Sony Music Japan, The Fixx, The Psychedelic Furs and Oklahoma City native, Graham Colton among others. 

Matt is currently writing and touring his music. producing records for local artists, teaching at the nation's 'School of Rock', ACM@UCO (www.acm-uco.com) and running his entertainment and music industry design studio (www.nomineedesign.com).
